There was a short discussion on this matter and it was the consensus of Council to change the
date of the meeting to Tuesday, September 23, 2014.

Mayor Panto reported that he had visited the new Parking Garage at night-time while the lights
were being tested and said that the lighting was phenomenal and spoke on the results of the test,
and gave an update on the construction.

Mayor Panto spoke on the Movies at the Mill and said that the after party would take place on a
deck of the New Transit Center.

Mayor Panto said that he had placed the name of Steven White, onto the proposed Resolution,
for appointment to the Zoning Hearing Board and spoke regarding Mr. White’s background and
said that with his appointment there would be West Ward representation, and spoke on the
other proposed appointments and reappointments.

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PUBLIC COMMENT

Pastor Philip Davis, 600 Country Club Road, spoke to Council regarding a meeting that he had
with the Mayor and Mr. Brown. He congratulated Council on the City’s resurgence. He spoke
regarding a concern he had with the imbalance of minority population in the City’s workforce
including the Police and Fire Departments and with the same issue with the Easton Area School
District. He said that he believed that the system to hire minorities was flawed in the City and
the School District. He said that minorities lived in and paid taxes in the City but found it very
difficult to find jobs that were run by tax dollars, and that he felt that if more minorities were
made members on Authorities, Boards and Commissions they would apply for jobs.

Council members and Mr. Steckman spoke to Pastor Davis’ concerns and Mayor Panto said
that he would get Pastor Davis a list of vacancies on the Authorities, Boards and Commissions.

Salvatore Pugliese2225 Hackett Ave. spoke to Council regarding the recent repaving project at
13™ and EIm Street and also spoke regarding a parking ticket he had received in January 2014
for double parking while he was attempting to fix a furnace at one of his properties.

Mayor Panto asked if Mr. Pugliese had appealed the Parking Ticket which there is a process
for.

Mr. Pugliese said that he had not and at this time it was too late.

Mr. Steckman said that he would meet with Mr. Pugliese on this matter.

Dr. Ruggles said that he had been at the location that Mr. Pu%liese was concerned with and did
not see any problems, but said that he would return to the 13" & Elm Street, when it was
raining, to check on the pitch of the road for the perceived storm water drainage issue and trip

hazard.
